?  Why is the SFI logo not on the roll label?


SFI does not require that their logo be placed on product.  They do require that proof of certification be placed on invoices and packing lists.
?  What SFI logo can I use on my product?

Following are the on-product labels listed on the SFI website.  Please contact your certifier if you have any questions as to use.
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?  Can I use the SFI and FSC logo on my product?

No; FSC does not allow the use of other forest certification program logos on labels with their logo.


?  Can I use the SFI logo on my product if I am not SFI certified?

No, the SFI logo is a copyrighted mark.  You must have permission from SFI (be certified) to use the logo on your end product.
